Element Story
After reviewing the notes about properties of families and doing some research on your individual element, write a story about yourself (the element). Be sure to include at least 4 properties of that element that distinguish it from other elements. You can choose a particular isotope if you like – if it makes for better drama. Who are your friends? Who do you react well with? Who do you dislike? Tell us who you are attracted to, and why. Be creative. Tell us something about your family and neighbors, what you look like, they look like and how they behave toward you (or towards others). Noisy neighbors? Flashy? Dull? Who is your best friend? Are you volatile? Do you boil easily? Has someone been trying to steal your electrons? Look up properties about that element to base your story on such as mass, density, boiling/melting point, ionization energy, size compared to other elements, family properties, reactivity, color, malleability ect. Finding definition of those properties may help you write your story. (Ex: since density is mass/volume, if an element has a large density you might say… I’m good at football because I have a large mass for my size and therefore can push people around easily.) The story should be at least ½ page. Extra Credit will be given if you make a colored drawing of your element to support your story.
